1. Rear Corner Brace Assembly 2. Mounting Angle Configurations
A. Begin by assembling one of the three, 30" long uprights (2" x 2" A. There are 2 available configurations for assembling the
x 30" square tubing) to the 48" long base (2" x 2" x 48" tubing).

B. Insert 3, 2%" long hex bolts through the 3 corner holes of 1 of i.  One configuration option is down-firing at an angle to the
the inner corner braces (inner corner braces are marked with a surface the AH212 Speaker System will be mounted on.

C. Next, slide the square tubing over the bolts as shown in Figure 1. tube. See Figure 4.

Note: The rear corner brace may also be assembled as in
Figure 1A to provide 2" more length or height.

ii. The alternate option is the horizontal configuration, or parallel
to the surface the Speaker System will be mounted on. For
this option the rear upright will be a 30" long 2" x 2" square
tube. See Figure b.

D. Continue assembling by sliding 1 of the outer corner braces B.  You must determine the Mounting Angle Configuration option

over the same 3 bolts (outer corner braces are marked with a
letter "O" on the inside surface). This will "sandwich" the tubing
between the inner and outer corner braces as in Figure 2.

E. Place 1 split-ring lock washer over each of the bolts, then thread
a hex nut onto each of the 3 bolts and tighten them "finger tight".

F Insert 4 bolts through the side flanges of the
braces and the square tubing as shown in Figure
3.

G. Add lock washers and hex bolts to each of the 4
bolts and tighten them "finger tight".

H. Torque all of the nuts to 250 inch pounds / 21 foot
pounds.

3. T-Cross Brace Assembly

A. Begin by inserting 5, 2%" hex bolts through five holes on the
large surface of a "T gusset". See Figure 6.

Ivote: The 2 center braces are identical.

B. Slide the T-Cross (42" x 2" x 2" tube) over the 3 front hex bolts
using the 3 center holes in the tubing.

C. Slide the free end of the rear corner brace assembly over the
2 remaining hex bolts (according to the mounting configuration
that you have determined).

D. Slide the remaining "T gusset" over the 5 bolts.

E. Place 1 split-ring lock washer over each of the bolts, then thread
a hex nut onto each of the 5 bolts and tighten them "finger tight".

F  Insert 4, 2%" hex bolts through the holes on the front of the
T gussets. This will "sandwich" the tubing between the bottom
and top T-gussets. as in Figure 7.

G. Slide the "L" braces over the 4 bolts as in Figure 8.

H. Place 1 split-ring lock washer over each of the bolts, then thread
a hex nut onto each of the 4 bolts and tighten them "finger tight".

I. Insert 2, 2%" hex bolts through the 2 remaining holes in the "L"
braces. (these bolts may be inserted from either side.)

J. Place 1 split-ring lock washer over both of the bolts, then thread
a hex nut onto both bolts and tighten them "finger tight".

K. Torque all of the nuts to 250 inch pounds / 21 foot pounds.

4. Front Uprights Assembly 5. Add Eyebolts
A. Begin by inserting 3, 2%" long hex bolts through the 3 corner A. The eyebolts can be placed in several different locations
holes of 1 of the inner corner braces (inner corner braces are according to the installation. It is strongly recommended that for
marked with a letter ‘I' on the inside surface). each of the front uprights one eyebolt is located on the top and

one on the bottom to stabilize the speaker system. See Figure
11.

B. Continue by fitting the corner brace on the end of the cross
tubing and inserting 2 of the bolts through the cross tubing. See
Figure 9. B. Two secondary safety cables must be connected directly to the

eyebolts of the speaker and in such a manner that the speaker

cannot fall more that 6 inches.

C. Slide one of the remaining uprights into place above the cross
tubing, inserting the 3rd bolt through the upright as shown in

Figure 9. (H?

D. Continue assembling by sliding 1 of the outer corner braces over
the same 3 bolts (outer corner braces are marked with a letter
‘0" on the inside surface). See Figure 10.

E. Place 1 split-ring lock washer over each of the bolts, then thread
a hex nut onto each of the 3 bolts and tighten them "finger tight".

F Insert 4 bolts through the side flanges of the braces and the
square tubing.

G. Add lock washers and hex bolts to each of the 4 bolts and
tighten them finger tight.

H. Repeat steps A, through G above for the last upright, on the
opposite side of the cross tubing.

[. Torque all of the nuts to 250 inch pounds / 21 foot pounds.
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
